The passport will be valid for entry to the UK on the date of arrival  (i.e. at 
least 6 calendar months from the date a blood sample was taken from my 
pet that gave a satisfactory test result)  
 
 
Step 5  
 
A vet has treated my pet for ticks and tapeworms 24 – 48 hours before it 
will be checked-in with an approved transport company for its journey into 
the UK 
 
The vet has correctly filled in sections VI and VII of the passport 
� The date and time of treatment (using the 24 hour clock), the name of the product used 
and its manufacturer must be shown. The vet must also stamp and sign the passport. 
Make sure all these details are correctly recorded before you leave the vet. 
  
 
Travelling to the UK  
 
If my pet is entering quarantine, I have obtained an import licence from 
Defra, Scottish Government or DARD before travelling (part 3d)

*N.B. The date of 
microchipping MUST be 
shown as being before the 
initial vaccination against 
rabies and before the 
rabies serological test.

A:  It is important to 
 complete this 
 section as the 
 validity dates vary 
 for different 
 vaccines. 
 
B: Ensure that your 
 voyage to the UK 
 takes place before 
 the valid until date. 
 
C: Both the veterinary 
 stamp and 
 signature is 
 required to 
 authenticate the 
 vaccination. 
 
N.B. The vaccination must 
have been done after the 
microchipping and before 
the rabies serological test.
